INVITATION TO BID

Purchasing Department

The Douglas County Board of Commissioners is accepting sealed bids from experienced and qualified vendors for the purpose of supplying and installing gutters and downspouts at the Douglas County Transportation Center building and bus platform at 8800 Dorris Road, Douglasville, GA.

The work will include all equipment, materials, supplies, labor and all other costs associated with supplying and installing the requested items in accordance with the bid documents and specifications provided as a part of the Invitation to Bid. All vendors responding to this Invitation shall provide a lump sum bid to complete the project. All bidders shall satisfy themselves with the site as to conditions that may affect cost, progress, performance and furnishing of the project.

Bids may be mailed or hand delivered to the Purchasing Director’s office no later than 

2:00 p.m. ET, July 19, 2007 so they be included in a formal bid opening at the Douglas County Courthouse Purchasing Department. Each response should be marked on the outside of the envelope with: “Sealed Bid - Gutters for Transportation Center, July 19, 2007.”

A Pre-Bidders Conference and Site Tour has been scheduled for June 29, 2007 at 10 a.m. ET.   The conference will be held in the Transportation Center conference room at 8800 Dorris Road in Douglasville. Other interested parties may attend if they so desire. The Owner and Project Manager will be present to answer questions regarding specifications.

Insurance certificates shall be submitted as a part of the sealed bid, meeting those limits as stated in the bid documents.

This project is being funded by the Federal Transit Administration (eighty percent), the Georgia Department of Transportation (ten percent) and Douglas County (ten percent) and is subject to all guidelines, policies and regulations of the three funding agencies. As part of their bid submittal, bidders will be required to sign and acknowledge the appropriate Federal Transit Administration certifications and clauses.

This project is subject to the Federal Davis-Bacon law, and the prevailing Davis-Bacon Wage Determination has been included as part of this Invitation to Bid document.  The contractor will be required to submit weekly certified payrolls to Douglas County’s Project Manager.  

Douglas County is not requiring Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (DBE) participation on this project, but encourages the prime bidder to utilize DBE subcontractors.   Also, DBEs are encouraged to submit bids on this project as the prime vendor/provider/installer.   DBE contractors or subcontractors must be certified with the State of Georgia and/or Georgia Department of Transportation.   A list of GDOT certified DBE firms is available from the Equal Opportunity Administrator, No. 2 Capitol Square, SW, Room 261, Atlanta, GA 30334. Phone 404-656-1710.

Douglas County reserves the right to waive any informalities, to reject any and all bids, to evaluate bids, to accept portions of any bids and to accept any bid, which in its opinion, may be in the best interest of the county.   The county reserves the right to add to or delete from the contract after the contract has been awarded.

A bid bond not less than 5% of the total bid price will be required with all sealed bids. The bid bond may be in the form of a bond submitted by a surety authorized to conduct business in the state of Georgia, or a certified or cashier’s check, made out to the Douglas County Board of Commissioners.  Also, payment and performance bonding in an amount not less than 100% of the contract award price will be required of the successful bidder within 10 days of the contract award.

No bid will be received or accepted after the above specified date and time of the bid opening. Bids submitted after the designated date and time will be deemed invalid and returned unopened to the bidder.

No bid may be withdrawn within forty-five (45) days after the bid opening and all bids shall remain firm during this period.

PROJECT SPECIFICATIONS

The gutters and downspouts will be installed on the Transportation Center building and bus platform. The two facilities should be priced as two separate quotes. The award will be made to one company for both facilities.

The bus platform project will include:

570 feet (plus or minus) of 34-inch box aluminum gutter to be light bronze in

135 each (plus or minus) of 4-inch by 5-inch aluminum elbows

Note: all gutter material will be a minimum of .032 gauge aluminum. All gutters will be in 40-feet sections

The Transportation Center building project will include:

    •   405 feet (plus or minus) of 24-inch aluminum box gutter light bronze color

    •   405 feet of aluminum flashing

    •   165 feet of 4-inch by 5-inch corrugated bronze aluminum downspouts

    •   45 each 4-inch by 5-inch bronze aluminum elbows

    •   Note: All gutter material will be a minimum of .032 gauge aluminum. All gutters                                                               
            will be in 40-feet sections.

The formation of all gutters must be in a manner that the rain water does not pass over the gutter during a heavy rain. The gutters must be fastened to the existing room and conform to the slope of the fascia board and be able to support with no penetrations through the roof that could cause leaks.

All the joints in the gutters must be sealed and tested to assure that no leaks exist.

All the downspouts must be located in a manner to be esthetically pleasing to the building.

Splash or drain systems must be provided to allow water to be directed away from the building or bus platform.   
The county’s bid protest procedures follow:  The protester shall furnish a written protest to the Purchasing Department not later than five working days after award of the Purchase Order or contract, listing the articles that have been violated. Failure to comply with this requirement may result in dismissal of the protest.  If the protester files a request for documents with a protest, Purchasing shall furnish copies of the requested documents consistent with the Georgia Open Records Act.  Documents will not be provided if:  1) Are not relative to the protest; 2) Would give the protested unfair advantage; 3) Have been previously provided to the protester.   When a protest, before or after award has been lodged with the Purchasing Department, the Purchasing Director shall prepare a report within ten working days after receipt of the written protest.  The report shall include at a minimum the following:  copy of the protest; the bid submitted by the protesting bidder and a copy of the bid being considered for award; and the bid invitation, including the specifications, drawings and all other applicable inquiry documents; abstract offers or relative portions; any other information relative to the protest; listing the section of the County Code and Purchasing Policy and Procedure Manual that has been violated; and the Directors signed statement setting forth the findings, actions, and recommendations and any additional evidence or information deemed necessary in determining the validity of the protest.   Others persons shall be given notice of the protest within three days after receipt of the original written protest.  The Purchasing Department shall give immediate notice of the protest to the successful offerer if the award has been made or if no award has been made to all parties who appear to have a reasonable prospect of receiving award if the protest is denied.  These persons may submit their views directly to the Purchasing Department within three days after initial notification.  Timely action of the protest is essential.   The Purchasing Director will provide a written report of the findings on the protest within thirteen days for the County Administrators review and acceptance.
