A bid bond not less than 5% of the total bid price will be required with your sealed bid.  The bid bond may be in the form of a bond submitted by a surety authorized to conduct business in the State of Georgia, or a certified or cashier’s check, made out to the Douglas County Board of Commissioner.   Also, payment and performance bonding in an amount not less than 100% of the contract award price will be required of the successful bidder within 10 days of the contract award.
