Sealed bids will be received by the Douglas County Board of Commissioners, Douglas County, Georgia, for furnishing all materials, labor, tools, equipment, and any other appurtenances necessary for the construction of Douglas County Jail Annex Stormwater Improvements in Douglasville, Georgia.

All bids will be evaluated by OWNER and the project will be awarded, if it is awarded by the Board of Commissioners.

The Project consists of, but is not limited to the following major elements: 
The installation of approximately 295-lf of 24" RCP, 55-lf of 36" RCP (with a tie into an 
existing catch basin), 3 junction boxes, and the abandonment of 3 storm lines requiring 4 
cut and plugs. The contractor shall also provide pressure grouting under the existing jail 
annex floor, and field verify the existing conditions to determine the necessary means and
methods to complete the floor stabilization as shown on the plans and specifications for                 

the Douglas County Jail Annex Stormwater Improvement Project, prepared by Rindt-
McDuff Associates, Inc
Time of completion for all work associated with this project shall be 60 consecutive calendar days from the date of a written “Notice to Proceed” from OWNER.

All Bids must be made out on the bid form of the type bound in the Contract Documents, in accordance with the instructions in the Information for Bidders.  No interlineation, additions, or deletions shall be made in the proposal form by the BIDDER.

Any and all Bids received without the aforementioned qualification criteria enclosed, will be returned to the BIDDER.

CONTRACTORS and SubCONTRACTORS bidding on this Project will be required to comply with all Federal, State, territorial, and local laws.

OWNER reserves the rights to waive any informalities or to reject any or all Bids, to evaluate Bids, and to accept any Bid which in its opinion may be in the best interest of the OWNER.  No Bid will be rejected without just cause.

Successful Bidder will be required to perform WORK as the Prime Contractor.  WORK performed by Prime Contractor shall be 30% minimum.

No BIDDER may withdraw his bid within the time limit specified in the Instruction to Bidders (Section 00100).

* Surety companies executing Bonds must appear on the Treasury Department's most current list (Circular 570 as amended) and be authorized to transact business in the state where the project is located.
