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The Door is an 24-month transitional housing program that provides housing, case management, counseling, assistance with personal needs, program referrals, life skill classes, savings plan and money management.  This program has been established to assist homeless men in taking their rightful place in society.  We believe a life restored will lead to communities being restored.

The program provides for individual transition plans that address issues confronting chronically homeless men as they return to the community which includes:

· Housing

· Case Management

· Counseling

· Job seeking, employability, and life skills

· Assistance with personal needs

· Job retention and job coaching

· Savings plan and money management


Criteria
In order to be eligible for our program, an individual must be chronically homeless and have a disabling condition. All candidates must be willing to undergo detailed assessments as well as commit to the program for twenty-four (24) months.  In addition , no violent felonies, must be 21yrs & up and the ability to work.
HUD defines the chronically homeless as:

· Single individual with a disabling condition

· Continuously homeless for a year or more or
· At least four (4) incidents of homelessness in the past three (3) years

· Individual must have been on the streets or in an emergency shelter (not in transitional housing)

If a candidate is coming from an institution (psychiatric facility, substance abuse treatment facility, hospital, or jail), but was there less than thirty (30) days and was living on the street or in an emergency shelter prior, please submit for consideration.
