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        346(c) Retail sales of seasonal items. 

The following seasonal events will require a permit to be administered by the Planning & Zoning Department.  (Amended 08/07/2007 – TXT2007-06)
(1) Retail sales of Christmas trees permitted between Thanksgiving and the 26th day of December.  

(2) Retail sales of pumpkins, gourds and other Halloween or fall items permitted from October 1st to October 31st.

(3) Retail sales of fruits and/or vegetables from a temporary structure permitted from Memorial Day to Labor Day.  (Amended 08/07/2007 – TXT2007-06)
(4) The retail sales of any of the items specified in Article 3, Section 345 (c) (1), (2) or (3) outside of the time frames specified will require a permit and associated fee of $100 to be administered by the Planning & Zoning Department.  (Amended 08/07/2007 – TXT2007-

Additional Requirements:

· Location must be setback 3’ from the right-of-way.

· No parking will be allowed in the right-of-way.

· Any temporary and/or other signage must be permitted separately through Douglas County Planning & Zoning.
· If operation is conducting business year round, applicant will be required to obtain a Douglas County Occupational Tax License, and will be subject to the Douglas County $100.00 Yearly Fee.
