The Chairperson of the Executive Committee of the Douglas County Republican Party shall appoint two members, the Chairperson of the Executive Committee of the Douglas County Democratic Party shall appoint two members, the Board of Commissioners shall appoint one member.

All Board members must be an elector and resident of Douglas County,  must be registered to vote in Douglas County, and may not hold elective public office during their term on the Board of Elections and Registration.  
Description:
Works in conjunction with the Elections and Voter Registration Office. Board has all powers and duties relating to conduct of elections as election superintendents, registration of voters and absentee ballot procedures.

Qualification of Board Members:    All Board members must be an elector and resident of Douglas County.  Board members must be registered to vote in Douglas County.    Board members may not hold elective public office during their term on the Board of Elections and Registration.  
Appointment of Board:  The appointments are made by the following:

1. Chairperson of the Executive Committee of the Douglas County Republican Party: Appoints two members. One initial appointee serves a two year term (January 1, 2015 until December 31, 2016) with successive appointments for four year terms. The other appointee shall serve a four year term.
2. Chairperson of the Executive Committee of the Douglas County Democratic Party: Appoints two members. One initial appointee serves a two year term (January 1, 2015 until December 31, 2016) with successive appointments for four year terms. The other appointee shall serve a four year term.
3. The Board of Commissioners: Appoints one member. Appointee serves four year term.  Initially, this appointee will serve as a chairman of the Board of Elections and Registration until the Board meets and elects one of the members as chairman.
Each member of the board may succeed himself for one term following the completion of a four year term.  

Affidavit of Appointment for Superior Court Clerk.  To make the appointment, each body making the appointment must execute an affidavit naming their appointee and their residential address.  The affidavit must also certify that the individual has been duly appointed in compliance with HB 944.  It must be filed with the Clerk of Superior Court no later than 30 days prior to the effective date.  

The Superior Court Clerk will then record the certifications on the minute of the court and certify the name of each member to the Secretary of State and provide for the issuance of appropriate commissions to the members within the same time and in the same manner as provided by law for registrars.  

Oath of Office.  Before entering their duties, each member of the Board must take substantially the same oath as required for law for registrars.  
Board Operations.  The Board may organize itself, elect its officers, determine its procedural rules and regulations, adopt bylaws, specify functions and duties of employees, etc., so long as no action conflicts with state law.  Any action or decision must be by a majority of the members of the Board.  Directives must be by resolution entered into the Board’s minutes.  The Board must maintain a written record of policy decisions amended to include additions or deletions, available to the public. 

Resignation of Board Members.  Board members may resign by giving written notice to the board or individual who appointed the member and to the Clerk of Superior Court. 

Removal of Board Members.  Board members may be removed for cause after notice and a hearing in the same manner and by the same authority as provided for removal of registrars.  

Vacancies.  Any vacancy before the expiration of a member’s term shall be filled by the same individual or board who appointed the vacated member.  The successor shall fill the remainder of the unexpired term.   The Clerk of Superior Court will record and certify the interim appointments just as for a regular appointment.  Filling an unexpired term, does not count toward the two term limit of the Board.  
Election Supervisor.  The Board of Commissioners will employ a full time election supervisor to administer and supervise the conduct of elections and primaries, as well as the registration of electors. The election supervisor will generally supervise, direct and control the administration and affairs of the Board of Elections and Registration.  
The election supervisor is appointed for a four year term.  The election supervisor may only be removed for cause, after a notice and a hearing in the same manner and by the same authority as provided for the removal of registrars.
