There being no quorum present, minutes for the September 4, 2015 could not be approved.

Group reviewed cemetery work accomplished since the September meeting – nineteen cemeteries including Miners, Sweetwater Town, Ferguson, Pioneer (2 workdays), Holly Springs, Clinton, New Hope, Strickland-Smallwood, Hallman, Hembree, Griffith-Giles, Phillips, Pray, Winn-Enterkin, Bowden, Salt Springs, Fairview, Boyd Slave, and Moss. Work was rained out three times during the period and no crew was available on six holidays. Additional work done included planting shrubbery or trees in eleven cemeteries, repairing vandalism in two, and an unsuccessful search for the Benson graves at the old landfill.

Tentative schedule through May was discussed – to include Hudson-Dobbs, Liberty Grove (3 days), Liberty Methodist Episcopal, Holly Springs, Stewart-Winn, New Hope, Sharpton, and Mt. Carmel. 

There was a discussion of possible fencing projects if funds can be found through grants or some other funding mechanism. 

The next regular meeting of the cemetery commission will be on June 3, 2016, at 1:00 p.m. Field work continues every Thursday, weather permitting.
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
