Following documents needed: 
a. Scaled floor plans, 8 ½ x 11 or 11 x 17 to be kept by this department each time you permit.  Plans need to include heated square footage, and bedroom-bathroom-fireplace counts.

b. Building Permit and Temp/perm power permit are issued together to the permit holder.

c. Certificate of Occupancy (CO) will cost $10.00 and is included in the price of the permit.
d. Georgia Residential Energy Code Compliance Form (web site: celebratedouglascounty.com) Under the Building Dept. Page to be kept by this department each time you permit.
e. Copy of Current Business License if expired or new to the county in the permit process.
